Guided tours of Harrow School can be arranged for almost any day in term time or
by special arrangement in the School holidays. Tours begin at 10am, 10.30am, 11lam
2pm, 2.30pm and end at 3pm.

Visitors will be shown buildings that are representative of the oldest in the School,
the expansion of the 19th century and modern developments.

The itinerary depends on the length of the tour. Some or all the following buildings
will be included in the tour: Fourth Form Room, Speech Room, Chapel, Shepherd
Churchill Hall, Alex Fitch room, sports facilities and, by special arrangement, the
Vaughan Library.

The standard tour lasts about 90 minutes. Longer tours can be booked upon
request. Parties are charged for a minimum of ten guests and we can accommodate
up to 50 guests per tour. Guides speaking French, Dutch and German can be
booked in advance. Pre-booking is essential. Please speak to a member of the team
if you would like a tour for more than 50 guests.

Please note, that the availability of certain rooms in the School is dependant on the
School timetable and events taking place on the day of your tour. As a result, it is
not always possible to see every room. Tour parties are not able to observe lessons
or other School events.
